1. Chairman’s Welcome

Council to discuss a proposed S106 house exchange amendment

Also, to point four of the fifth schedule of the S106 agreement to now read: 
 
“A parent adult child brother or sister whose only or principal home is and has been for a continuous period of not less than 2 years in the Parish and wishes to be near that relative”

And that the amended criteria will continue to apply to the future allocation of any other properties at Millenium Cottages. 


14. Any Other Business 
Cllr Williams reported that he has removed Mike Bradbury’s memorial plaque from the gate to the War Memorial for repair works to be completed. 

Cllr Capper noted that Staunton Parish Council’s noticeboard along Ledbury Road needs repairing/replacing. 

Cllr Millar noted that the data collection project recently undertaken along the A417 and Ledbury Road was being followed up for more information to be provided.
