7. District Councillor Report

8. Local Plan Consultations

9. Riparian Rights

10. Whitmore Way
Extra signage has now been received, with Gloucestershire County Council also contacted regarding any further available signage they may have. Parishioners, John and Irene Carroll have kindly offered to install. 

11. Highways
Local Highways Manager, Andrew Middlecote has been contacted regarding the ongoing HGV issue.

Whilst there was no update provided regarding the ongoing speeding issues in Staunton, it was noted that there is currently a speed check taking place at Old Pike in relation to the new development. 

It is also hoped that Staunton Parish Council’s new speed indicator device will soon be installed. 

12. Chartist Way Section 106
