Grants Awarding Policy
Staunton Parish Council wishes to support activities and causes which benefit the parish of Staunton. 
Eligibility 
Any grant made by Staunton Parish Council must: - 
Directly benefit some or all of the residents of the Parish of Staunton and be used for the specific purpose for which it is claimed
Who Can Apply? 
Charities, voluntary or community organisations that are not-for-profit and those who are able to demonstrate any funding will directly benefit residents or enhance the environment within the Parish of Staunton Individuals, 
Businesses and political parties are NOT eligible. 
Conditions 
· One application per group within a 12-month period will be considered. 
· Staunton Parish Council reserves the right to reclaim any grant not used for the purpose specified. 
· Retrospective funding cannot be given. 
Application Process 
Applications should be made to the Clerk with a copy of the latest accounts or balance sheet. 
Applications are accepted throughout the year and will be discussed at the next full Staunton Parish Council meeting. 
Applicants will be informed of the decision.
